This
deepened my appreciation for the invitation.

It was still pitch-black darkness on the morning of
October 8th when | arrived at Tom Wood Aviation at Indy
Metro in Fishers. | was greeted by our pilot who would
be flying us to Atlanta on one of their corporate jets. He
graciously showed me, and my fellow guests, around the
hanger to view all the historic flying machines belonging
to Tom Wood Aviation. A standout included a Grumman
F8F Bearcat often referred to as “Tom’s Baby.” A
highlight of the collection, it is one of the last and fastest
piston-engine fighters of its era, known for its incredible
climb rate.

A short time later, John Moses and George Wright
welcomed our small group and provided some breakfast,
coffee, bags filled with Porsche swag, and a gift-card
only valid at the Porsche Experience Centers. Before we
knew it, we were ‘wheels-up’ and on our way to Atlanta.
Upon arrival, two large SUVs drove up to the jet, and
within minutes we arrived at the entrance of the Porsche
Experience Center.

We passed the first half hour wandering around the modern
complex, which includes an environmental “green roof”
among its many other innovative energy efficiency
features. Of course, the Porsches on display inside and
outside captured most of our interest.

First on the agenda was the Simulator Lab. In a darkened
room containing six virtual driving simulators, we took
positions behind the wheel to drive on one of thirty-eight
world-famous tracks with a choice of twenty-three different
Porsche models. For our group, we drove 911 GT3 RS’s
at Watkins Glen. A fun start!

Atfter, we proceeded down a hallway
lined with a fascinating miniature
display of every car, from first to latest,
built by Porsche. On the opposing side
was a view below of Porsches being
readied for the track. At the end of the
hallway was the 356 Restaurant where
we were hosted by John to a delicious
lunch courtesy of Tom Wood Porsche.

After lunch, we enjoyed the view from
the restaurant’s outdoor balcony
overlooking the South Track. From this
vantage point, we could see new
Porsche owners driving on several
circuits testing their own and their car’s
abilities.

The Simulator Lab
has thirity-eight
world-famous tracks.
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We could also see the one-point-three-mile West Track
where we would be driving. Opened in 2023, the West
Track features elements inspired by famous racetracks
and driving roads from around the world, like Laguna
Seca’s Corkscrew, the Nordschleife’s Carousel,

US Rt-129’s ‘Tail-of-the-Dragon’, and many others.

After a short classroom safety briefing came a leisurely
stroll to the West Track where the highlight of our trip
was about to begin. Awaiting us were our instructors
alongside a Taycan Turbo GT, a 718 GT4RS, and a 911
GT3. Each of us put these amazing driving machines
through their paces on the handling circuit, the low-friction
circle and an autocross course set up in the dynamic
area.

Each car’s unique characteristics differed from the
others. For instance, the Taycan Turbo GT felt like a heavy
magnet rocket-sled-on-rails that with launch control
reached 60 mph in 1.8 seconds. After three full out
launches, | and my tummy were ready for some
thoughtfully provided ginger chews from one of my
instructors. The 718 GT4-RS is closest to my own 718
GTS 4.0 so | truly enjoyed experiencing the ‘sharp-as-
a-razor’ handling of this car on the autocross and the
handling circuits. The GT3 was a performance gem
and felt the easiest to drive fast, way faster than | ever
imagined.

The 30-minute session in each car was enhanced by the
professional, courteous and genuinely friendly instructor
sitting in the right seat. | can’t thank them enough for
ensuring our safety, comfort and enjoyment. It seemed
like those 90 minutes passed in a heartbeat.

With my head still spinning, we headed back inside, and
our experience-filled day was concluded with an hour-long
tour of the building, museum, and Porsche collection.

As | sat comfortably in my seat for the flight back with a
new Porsche jacket tucked away in a
gift shop bag courtesy of Tom Wood’s
gift card, | reflected on one of the
most incredible single-day car-related
experiences | have ever enjoyed.

With thanks and gratitude to the
entire Tom Wood Porsche staff, | now
consider myself a self-proclaimed
Ambassador of the Porsche Brand and
especially Tom Wood Porsche.

Indianapolis Motor Speedway

/f you have never been to an IMSA endurance race,
/ you would be surprised to see all the action as all

'/ four classes of race cars run at once. The September
21, 2025, six-hour event took place at the Indianapolis
Motor Speedway on the IMS road course. Sadly, at the
end, the championship-leading Team Penske, Porsche
GTP 963s had a disappointing finish.

Attendance this year was even bigger than in 2024. The
IMS team did a great job keeping the spectators happy,
fed, and safe. Indiana University even set up free
pickleball courts in the infield vendor’s fairway. The
weather also cooperated, partly cloudy and high 70°s to

low 80°s F.

The classes competing were Grand Touring Prototype
(GTP), Le Mans Prototype 2 (LMP2 ), Grand Touring
Daytona Pro (GTD-Pro), and Grand Touring Daytona (GTD).
Some of the classes are gas engine only (GTD), while
others are hybrid powered, such as Porsche’s 963 that
race in the top GTP class. They went head-to-head for all
six hours, the Porsche Penske Motorsport 963s looking to
extend their lead in the championship.

In pit lane, the GTP cars are waved on track first, followed
by the LMP2s, then the GTD-Pro and GTD cars take off.
Lined up at an angle, similar to the original Le Mans start,
though without any running across pit lane. The green
flag flies with rolling starts for each class grid on at the
traditional “Yard of Bricks.”

There were five Porsches in the race. Three GTP cars, two

of which were Porsche Penske Motorsport, the #6 with
drivers Matt Campbell and Mathieu Jaminet, and the #7
with Felipe Nasr and Nick Tandy at the wheel. A third 963,

Porsche car #77 entered by AO Racing in turn one.
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the #85, was entered by JDC Miller Motorsports and
driven by Tijmenvander Helm and Nico Mueller. There was
a Porsche GT3 R in GTD-Pro entered by AO Racing (#77),
and another GT3 R entered in the GTD class by Wright
Motosports (#120).

The race started well for the Penske drivers as they
alternated working as a team and fighting with each
other. They were in second and third behind the leader
Jack Aitkin in a Cadillac. Nick Tandy and Matt Campbell
had a few problems with Turn 1. There were so many
cars on the track that getting caught in traffic was common.
At one point, there were four cars trying to go through
Turn 1 side-by-side. Something had to give!

With the cars so tightly packed, there were several spins,
and quite a bit of debris on the racing surface. Much the
first hour was run under the yellow flag.

Some problems were worse than others. The Lone Star
Mercedes lost a right rear wheel. One of the Lamborghinis
lost its hood on the main strait. Once both the track and
the tires started to heat up, the cars began to lose rubber
on the rumble strips. The rubber “marbles” this created
caused some of the spins. Luckily, no one was injured.

Penske Porsche #6 finished the best of the Porsches in 7th place.

As the race passed the halfway point, several battles
between cars and drivers started to emerge. The hardest
fought was between Jack Aitken in #31 and Ricky Taylor
in #10, both driving Cadillac GTP cars as they were trading
the lead position in the last hour of the race. The #31
ended up winning, with the #10 in second. Mathiew
Jaminet in the #6 Porsche Penske 963 finished the best
of the Porsche GTPs, in 7th place.

The JDC Miller 963 followed up in 8th, while the #7,
Porsche Penske 963 crossed the line in a distant 12th
place.

AO Racing’s “Rexy” Porsche GT3 R dinosaur car placed
7th in the GTD-Pro class. Of all the Porsche cars, Adam
Adelson of Wright Motorsports crossed the line 2nd in the
GTD class.

After winning the Battle on the Bricks last year, Porsche
Penske’s results this year were disappointing. However,
though Cadillac took the top two spots on the podium this
year, Porsche Penske Motorsport still maintain their lead
in the championship heading into the season final race,
Petit Le Mans at Road Atlanta on October 11.
